We feel 
strongly that the place to 
start is with prayer for the 
CHILDREN IN OUR OWN 
FAMILIES and THE YOUNG 
PEOPLE IN OUR OWN 
CHURCHES, and then we 
move on to prayer for our 
city, the nation and the 
world.

Battle Cry for a Generation
RON LUCE of Teen Mania Ministries 
calls for Christians to rise up and 
rescue a generation of young people in 
his new book ‘ Battle Cry for A 
Generation’ He says ‘ There is a holy 
urgency burning in my soul to capture 
the heart of this generation NOW, 
while there is still time.’  He is 
partnering with Joyce Meyer ministries 
to ‘enlist a coalition of concerned 
adults who will fight for a generation.’ 
This cry will potentially reach millions 
of Christians around the world through 
Joyce Meyer’s media network.

On his way home from church one-day 
Ron’s brother Ralph became an 
unassuming hero. On August 16th 1998 
on his way home from church he was 
following a car carrying two teenage 
girls. He witnessed a terrible accident 
as a pick- up truck ploughed into the 
side of the car carrying the girls at an 
intersection. The car instantly 
exploded. One girl was thrown out and 
instantly  killed and another trapped in 
the burning vehicle. .Ralph jumped out 
of his car and managed to rescue the 
girl from the burning vehicle. Soon 
paramedics arrived and took her to 
hospital.  

Ron asked Ralph what thoughts had 
been going through his mind as he 
approached the burning car.  He 
replied’ I didn’t do anything that 
probably anyone else in my position 
would not have done… when the car 
is on fire, you do whatever you have 
to the get the girl out !! ‘ 

THE CAR IS ON FIRE!! 
After travelling in youth ministry for 
eighteen years and speaking to millions 
of students Ron Luce is ready to sound 
an alarm. He says ‘ I was radically 
saved and changed by Jesus at the age 
of 16 yrs coming out of drugs and a 
broken home. Since then the Lord has 
given me opportunity to share with 
many hurting teens. I have seen the 
worst of the worst and I know that no- 
one is beyond the reach of God’s hand. 
But something is happening right now 
that demands our attention .It is a well 
documented fact that Bible believing 
Christians have been steadily 
decreasing in the USA from generation 
to generation.

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To Women of Empty Nests
The following is taken from Gwen 
Shaw’s prayer letter to her 
‘Daughters of Gwen’.  She is over 
90 years old and has been an 
inspiration to women for many 
years.  

She is a wonderful Godly lady.

During a time of prayer recently 
God began to reveal to me that He 
is yearning for the women of the 
empty nests (those whose children 
have left home, who husbands have 
died or are emotionally absent and 
those who have never had children 
or husbands, to present their empty 
nests to Him so that He can fill 
them with eggs that He himself has 
fertilised. He is needing those 
women to brood over them and 
hatch the purposes of God. He is 
asking them to stop searching 
around for things to fill the nests 
themselves just so those nests won’t 
be empty. He needs and desires to 
have women who have room to 
receive him and fill their lives with 

his own purposes. He has designed 
this time for himself. He is saying 
‘Let me be your husband, your 
children. Please don’t fill up the 
empty place and try to comfort your 
loneliness and emptiness with other 
people and things. I need women 
with space for me and if you let me 
use your empty nests I will birth 
glorious children through you. You 
look at your life and see emptiness. 
I see a resting place for MY glory. 
You see loneliness. I see a lover I 
can commune with, partner with, to 
whom I can pour out my heart. I 
have patiently waited for your nest 
to become vacant so that I could 
use it. You have time to listen and a 
mother’s heart to hear. If you let me 
I will begin to fill the earth with our 
offspring because you have not 
filled up your life with other 
distractions. Open your extra time 
that has been freed from children 
and husband to me and I will 
become your reward. The Kingdom 
of God needs nests from which to 
spring. Give me yours. Stretch wide 

the edges of your nests for I am 
about to fill them with more fertile 
eggs than you have dreamed of. I 
have placed within you eggs of 
promise, waiting for a time of 
intimacy when I could fertilise 
those eggs. I have waited for the 
time when you could wait on me as 
I hover over you. This is that time. 
Don’t miss it by trying to assuage 
your emptiness with more empty 
things. And if I might ask this 
generosity I would like to bring the 
orphaned eggs to your nest; eggs 
that have been abandoned and 
neglected; spiritual children that I 
desire to add to my family who will 
die without a mother to nurture 
them. Will you become the mother 
of my spiritual children? If you will 
brood over these eggs of promise, I 
myself will come and feed you. 
With my own hand I will place the 
food in your mouth. I will come 
and give you waters of Life freely 
and sit beside you listening to your 
heart and sharing mine.’

Battle Cry for a Generation

If these are the struggles we face 
now where will this new generation 
take us? What sort of world will our 
children and grandchildren grow up 
in?. Studies have shown that 90% 
of people who come to Christ do so 
before the age of twenty. Young 
people are in the most mouldable 
time of their lives before they 
become adults.

We must trans-
form our churches into hospitals for 
a broken-hearted generation. Even 
if you do not feel called to youth 
ministry reach out to a young per-
son near you.

Pastor Ruth Mwagalwa, leader 
of Deborah Arise Africa reports 
on her trip to Cameroon, July 
2005

I left Entebbe to fly to Nairobi and 
asked God for a genuine person to 
sit with from Nairobi to Douala.  I 
did not expect to have anyone from 
Entebbe to Nairobi but our God is a 
miracle working, faithful God!  
When I took my seat in Entebbe a 
woman sat next to me who was 
travelling back to Yaounde, the 
capital city of Cameroon.  She was 
‘born again’, halleluiah! I wanted to 
jump for joy in the plane.  I had 
been unable to arrange my visa 
before leaving for Cameroon and 
the lady was able to help me. When 
I told her that I was going to a 
conference in Douala and that I 
needed to get my visa on arrival, 
she told me that it would cost me 
$100 and not to fear.  Another lady 
joined us in Nairobi and the first 
lady introduced me to her and 
asked her to help me organise my 
visa on arrival.  We stopped for 45 
minutes in Yaounde and then 
continued to Douala, arriving there 
at 9.45pm (11.45 pm Ugandan 
time).  I thank God that I was met 
by a lady waiting for me who had 
written to immigration regarding 
my visa.  We had to wait for 1 ½ 
hours for my visa to be issued and 
once we had collected my cases we 
met up with four other lovely 
ladies.  We left the airport at 11.20 
pm and drove for about an hour to 
our accommodation.  I stayed in the 
home of a widow whose husband 
had died in 1987.  She had four 
children; two lived in France, one 
in the USA and the other in 
Yaounde.  Although she did not 
speak English God helped us to 
communicate.

On the Sunday morning we 
travelled to the church and met with 
Apostle Brown, who is a man of 
God.  There were about 60 people 
in the service and after he preached 
he introduced me and invited me to 
greet the people and close the 
service.

The conference started on the 

Monday and two women pastors 
from Nigeria joined us.  I told the 
conference about June Richards and 
the vision of Deborah Arise 
International.   I shared the 
prophecy given by Bobby Conner 
about the coming World Wide 
Youth Revival and the goals of 
Deborah Arise.  I preached about 
the Fires of Revival and recounted 
the history of Uganda.  I also gave 
my own testimony.  The presence 
of God was tangible; men and 
women went down on their knees 
and started to pray.  We entered 
into intercession and repentance.

The service was good when we 
launched Deborah Arise Cameroon.  

In 1988 God had spoken to 
Apostle Brown telling him to 
prepare the way for a revival in 
Cameroon.  In 1997 God spoke 
to him again telling him that 
revival would come through the 
women.  Apostle Brown has 
churches in ten provinces and he 
said that they were going to start 
Deborah Arise in their churches 

and then they will take the 
project to other churches.  On 
Saturday we prayed for Anne 
Theresa who is going to be the 
co-ordinator of Deborah Arise 
Cameroon, she is a hard working 
lady.  Apostle Brown’s sister, 
Mrs Azubike Bbiandu, has 
agreed to be the co-ordinator for 
Deborah Arise in Port Harcourt, 
Nigeria.

Let’s praise God for these two 
ladies and ask for His protection 
over them as they take the vision 
of Deborah Arise into Cameroon 
& further into Nigeria.



Rich Wilson, the network manager 
for Fusion, contacted us recently 
inviting us to partner with them in a 
year of prayer for student mission.  
The year would focus on the 200th 
anniversary of the Haystack Prayer 
meeting, which took place one 
sultry afternoon, in the summer of 
1806.   Five students sheltered from 
a thunderstorm under a large 
haystack. It was in this field that 
Samuel J. Mills shared his burden 
that there would be a mobilisation 
of students for world mission. It 
was this catalytic moment that 
paved the way for a great 
awakening. It birthed the American 
bible society, YMCA and later the 
student volunteer movement where 
over 20,000 students set sail and 
allowed the Holy Spirit to blow 
them and the gospel to the nations. 
God’s heart is still for the nations to 
be impacted and we align ourselves 
with the same flow and spirit of 
mission.  1806 was the year of the 
Haystack prayer meeting and the 
‘spirit’ of the haystack was prayer, 
mobilisation and mission. 200 years 

on in 2006 the same challenge is 
faced, only this time on our 
doorstep as the nations gather in 
UK universities for education and 
inspiration.

Fusions aim is to profile 2006 as a 
year of prayer for student mission, 
when students, graduates, parents, 
churches and organisations are to 
be encouraged to pray for student 
mission.

There will be Haystack Prayer 
events.   The Haystack challenge to 
students is  to pray for their field, to 
commit to mission in their 
universities and to mobilise 
workers.

· Raising up of student 
workers

· Release of finance for 
student mission

Two Latest Crazes - Reason to Pray!
The Times newspaper April 28th 
2005 carried an article discussing 
the hedonistic lifestyles of 
teenagers in the UK ‘involving 
unprecedented levels of group and 
under- age sex that risks an 
epidemic of health problems’.  
They reported nurses working with 
young people noticing reports of a 
new craze as large groups of young 
people meet together for sex where 
young people will go from one 
partner to another- known as ‘ 
Daisy Chaining’

Another craze is known as ‘happy 
slapping’ where completely 

innocent people are attacked and 
the episode is recorded on mobile 
phones and shared around for 
‘entertainment.’  Recently a girl 
was beaten unconscious, in another 
case a girl aged 11 was raped and 
the episode shown round her 
school, and in another somebody 
sleeping on the street was set on 
fire sustaining very serious 
injuries. 

We have recently received a letter 
from one of our Deborah ladies in 
London urging us to encourage 
you to pray following an incident 
she witnessed in the area where she 

lives.   A gang of youths 
surrounded a group of children 
aged 3-6 years old and forced 
them to fight one another whilst 
they recorded it on their mobile 
phones.  One child was punched to 
the ground while the other child 
was forced to kick and jump on 
him, before anyone was able to 
intervene!

Whilst the enemy is hard at work trying 
to destroy this generation of young 
people we know that our God has a 
destiny and purpose for each one – please 
pray.

June Richards has been suffering 
with pain in her knee for the past 
two years, although this has not 
deterred her from travelling around 
the world to share the vision of 
Deborah Arise.  Towards the end of 
her holiday in early July her knee 
locked and the pain was so 
excruciating that June was unable 
to walk. This meant that she had to 
cancel her trip to Cameroon 
although our African leader, Ruth 
Mwagalwa was still able to go.  
June has since been seen by an 
orthopaedic surgeon and has 
undergone an exploratory 
operation, which showed she had a 
torn cartilage. This has been 
repaired and June is recovering 
remarkably well.

It had been planned that June would 
go to Indonesia in August/early 

September with a mission team 
from Australia.  The Australian 
team were informed by their 
contacts in Indonesia that there was 
an outbreak of bird flu and polio in 
the area that they would be going.  
Although these circumstances 
would not normally deter them 
when they sought God they felt that 
were led to postpone the trip at this 
time.  

This means that June’s next trip 
will be to Romania in October, 
which will give her time to 
recuperate from any further 
treatment she may need for her 
knee.  

She is going to travel to Germany at 
the beginning of November to meet 
with the leaders of Deborah Arise 
there.  

In February 2006 June is 
planning a trip to Tanzania with 
Pastor Ruth Mwagalwa.

Indonesian Highlights
Brian Mills from Inter-prayer wrote the following about 
Indonesia in his recent newsletter

I was in Indonesia for a Transform 
World conference with about 550 
leaders from around the world. To 
my sorrow, I missed the climax on 
5th May, which was a prayer rally in 
the main stadium in Jakarta.  An 
estimated 150,000 Christians came 
together there, and up to 500,000 
more in 76 other cities, to begin the 
10 days of prayer and fasting that 
preceded the Global Day of Prayer.

Already plans are being made for 
next year’s Day of Prayer on 4th 
June, 2006 – the same weekend as 
the International Day of Prayer for 

Children at Risk.   These events 
will continue for the next five 
years, with momentum expected to 
grow until 500 million Christians 
are joining together to pray for God 
to change the world.

Although I missed the final rally of 
the five days in Indonesia, there 
were many more highlights for me.

The prayer movement there has 
‘taken off’ in the past five years.   
They are aiming for prayer towers 
of 24/7 prayer to be formed in 500 
cities (they already have 50, 

including Banda Aceh, where the 
tsunami hit)!   I visited one in 
Jakarta – it was amazing, like 
walking from darkness into light, 
with 60-70 Indonesians praying 
their hearts out.    They have two-
hour shifts through every day!   
They also aim to raise up five 
million intercessors, and to see 
their country become a Christian 
nation by 2020!

Let us continue to pray for 
Indonesia, that God will open the 
right door at the right time for June 
to go and share the vision of 
Deborah Arise there.
